Why identity matters for EU climate and energy policy 

 

In her recent article in the Journal of 
European Public Policy our doctoral 
researcher Silvia Weko asks: Can ambitious 
climate policies in the European Green Deal 
succeed when faced with rising societal 
divisions between Europeans? 
 

 
 

 

The age of the actorless threats has arrived 
Climate change gives rise to cascading risks of habitat destruction, infectious disease outbreaks 

or biodiversity loss and these threats have already started to cause loss of life at significant 

scales. Professor Goldthau argues in a co-authored piece, published on the Duck of Minerva, that 

democracies are best suited to identify credible ways to respect and work within planetary 

boundaries when heeding the call of a sustainable security paradigm addressing actorless 

threats. 

 

 

Social Sciences and Humanities and their role in fighting the military coup in Myanmar 
In an Op-Ed for the 'Times Higher Education' Professor Kemmerling and colleagues wrote on the 

crucial and fragile role of Social Sciences in Myanmar’s fight against the military coup, and in the 

global fight against democratic regression. 

 

 

Climate ambition is an investment into the future 

Ambitious clean tech investment brings about strategic benefits, whereas fostering fossil 

infrastructure may put a country into a competitive disadvantage, Professor Goldthau argued 

during the German-Polish Forum held by the German Council on Foreign Relations.
